Hello Everybody:

Our Tennis Ball was held in the Clubhouse on Wednesday, January 27th and what a fabulous night
it was, thanks in no small part to all those who donated and volunteered. The Suncoast Humane
Society was the recipient of our fund raising effort and as they so rightly pointed out, they don't just
help animals, they also help people. In these times of need, they are there to help people keep their be-
loved pets through their low cost spay & neutering program and to provide assistance through pet
food donations to those who cannot afford to feed their pets. At this event we raised close to $27,750.
The items donated to the Silent Auction were fabulous; the auction alone raised $12,550. Thank you
cards are on the way to everyone who donated letting them know how much their particular item
raised. Italiano Insurance & Grande Aire Services each donated $2,500 with Englewood Bank kick-
ing in $300. The great live music was provided free of charge by Jon Sampson and his group
“Smooth Moves”. Jon works for the Club at our Front Gate, usually on the midnight shift.

A thank you to all our members who volunteered their time over the past months helping to prepare
for this event. The Tennis Committee led by the Chair of the Event, Jack Johnson were wonderful. A
special thank you to all the Boca Grande Club staff who donated their time for the event. They in-
cluded our kitchen, Clubhouse & office staff, with some employees even donating their tips. Staff
member, Tonya Doherty did a bang up job of preparing all the brochures and flyers. And finally, the
Suncoast Humane Society were perfect partners. They join us in every aspect of raising money.

164 tickets were sold; Suncoast sold 64 tickets and many of their patrons were successful bidders on
our auction items. Plus, they also donated many of the items to the Silent Auction. They certainly
are not a charity that sits back to wait for a hand-out; their staff are dedicated and work hard to help
raise every penny; they set a very high standard for other charities. Now we are two tennis matches
into the tournament and looking forward to seeing some more great tennis.

It certainly has been an unusual winter in Florida with record low temperatures. This, of course, has
affected our landscaping. When the warm weather does arrive, and we are told it is on the way, we
should see a real Spring here as our plants and grass take on new growth. In the meantime, it ap-
pears we will be lucky when we hold our Pool Side BBQ this coming Sunday, the temperature is
promised to be a normal 73 degrees.
